Mission Moments: In Pakistan, Jimtee is challenging 
cultural traditions in her community so that her 
daughter-in-law can remarry after Jimtee’s son’s 
death. As part of the Humanitarian, Early Recovery 
and Development project, she is learning how to  
confront long-held beliefs, particularly concerning 
underage marriages and gender roles within the 
household. Through the project, Jimtee recognized 
the injustices widows like her daughter-in-law, 
Mdam, faced. Determined to challenge tradition and 
ensure Mdam’s well-being, Jimtee advocated for 
Mdam’s remarriage despite social norms that  
wouldn’t allow it. She successfully arranged a match 
for Mdam, allowing her to start a new life. Jimtee’s 
actions demonstrated a new understanding of gender 
equality and women’s rights and are helping reshape 
the narrative  
surrounding wid-
owhood in her 
community.
